	1. The contact number and address of a competent officer other than the Managing Director may be published, so that queries could be answered readily.
	Mr. P. J. Joseph, Finance Officer (Mobile No. 09446047013) and Mr. Simon Mathew, Assistant Executive Engineer (Mobile No. 08086116316). However all communication shall be in writing and verbal communication, if any, shall be confirmed in writing.

	2. Documents regarding the entire land with details such as extent, ownership, title, cases over ownership/possession if any shall be published in order to convince the bidders that VMHS holds full authority of the land. 
	Vyttila Mobility Hub Society has the free hold of the proposed project site. 

	3. Whether restriction to the commercial area is possible as in Railway stations may be clarified.
	Entry to the project is restricted to users. Modalities will be detailed in the RFP document.

	4. The clarification regarding percentage of revenue share to be given to VMHS may be issued, whether it is from profit or net or gross income.
	The minimum revenue share is 6 % of the Gross revenue. The bidder shall quote above the minimum revenue share specified.

	5.  The appointment and control of security and housekeeping agencies may be clarified.
	All agencies shall be appointed by the concessionaire.

Taking to consideration of commercial viability we request to reconsider the permission for building and management of convention center and marriage halls multiplex with seating capacity exceeding 400 and star hotels with liquor bars.
	Clause no. 1.2.3 of the RFQ will prevail. 

	7. Period of 30 years may have to be extended considering the IRR calculated on practical grounds.
	The concession period of 30 years, mentioned in the RFQ, is indicative and firmed up concession period will be decided during the RFP stage in consultation with the prospective bidders subjected to Government approval.

	8. Exemption from rules for structural plans as per G.O. 143/07/LSGD dated 31.05.2007 may be required, considering the convergence of transportation zone and commercial zone.
	Exemptions, if required, will be sorted and obtained by the competent authority by the Owner.

	9. Clarity regarding O&M of land earmarked for activities of Metro Rail may be given. Copy of MOU with KMRL may also be provided to understand the shared responsibilities.
	The land earmarked for Metro Rail station is excluded from the up keeping and maintenance scope of the concessionaire. Copy of MoU will be provided during RFP stage.

	10. Integrated traffic circulation plan including exit and entry from metro station and from the access roads may be provided. 
	Will be provided in RFP document

	11. Bid security may be waived or substantial deduction in the bid security may be given for consortium led by societies.
	No Change

Approval of various certificates for the project by Single window agency is preferable.
	Matter will be taken up with the Government and will be informed to qualified bidders.

	13.
Decision making authority regarding rent may be clarified.
	The concessionaire is free to fix rent for the commercial space subjected to conditions specified in the RFP document.

	14. Whether the project site falls within the CRZ
	The project site is outside the CRZ

	15. Is the society authorized to enter into an agreement with the Concessionaire 
	The society has been empowered to enter into agreement with the concessionaire.

	16. The application due date may be extended by 20 days
	Extension is grated and the new application due date is 20.05.2016

	17. In the RFQ document clause no. 2.2.1 (b) “Government owned entity or any entity with Government Control/Shareholding shall not be eligible to become an Applicant.”
	It may be clarified and read as  “Government owned entity or entity with Government control shall not be eligible to become an applicant”
